Set up the goals if they are not already set up.


Mark an end line. To do this, first stretch a string across the front side of the goal posts. Stretch the string beyond where you think the corners of the field are. Take the time to make certain the string is straight and in line with both posts. Once this has been done, measure from the inside edge of one post 66 ft. to find your first corner and mark it. Move the end of your tape to the corner you have just found. Measure back across the field, leaving marks at 24 ft. (penalty box), 48 ft. (goalie box), 102 ft. (goalie box), 126 ft. (penalty box), and 150 ft. (opposite corner). Finally, paint the line between the two corners. Paint along the outside edge of the string so that the goal posts appear to sit on the end line, not behind it.


Mark the other end line, repeating step 2. Make certain that the first corner you find is on the same side of the field as at the other end.


Mark a side. Stretch a string between corners on the same side of the field, taking time to check from both ends that it is straight. Paint the line. Then, go to one corner and paint a corner arc of 3 ft. radius. Measure along the sideline and leave marks at 18 ft. (goalie box), 30 ft. (penalty kick mark), 42 ft. (penalty box) and 112.5 ft. (halfway line). Then, go to the other corner along the same side and draw a 3 ft. corner arc. Also, make the same marks along the side for the goalie box, penalty kick mark and penalty mark as at the first end.


Mark the other side, repeating step 4. Make certain that you measure from the same end as on the other side when finding the halfway mark.


Mark a goalie box. Stretch a string from side to side between the marks at 18 feet. From the same side that measurements have been made at each end, measure 48 ft. and 102 ft.. These marks are the corners of the goalie box. Paint along the string between the corners. Stretch a string between each corner of the goalie box and the corresponding mark on the end line. Paint between the corner and the end.


Mark  a penalty kick mark. Stretch a string from side to side between the marks at 30 feet. Paint a line along the string 3 ft. long, from 73.5 ft. to 76.5 ft. as measured from the same side as at the ends and goalie box. Mark the center of the penalty kick mark, 75 ft.. 


Mark a penalty box. Stretch a string from side to side between the marks at 42 feet. Measuring from the same side as at the ends, goalie box and penalty kick mark, make marks at 24 ft. and 102 ft.. These are the corners of the penalty box. Paint along the string between the corners. Stretch a string between each corner and corresponding mark on the end line.


Mark a semi-circle. From the center of the penalty kick mark, paint an arc of radius 24 ft. beginning at the penalty box. Paint outside the box, ending again at the penalty box.


Mark the halfway line. Stretch a string from side to side between the marks at 112.5 ft. and paint along it from sideline to sideline. Measuring from the same side as before, make an X across the halfway line at 75 ft.. The X should be 6 ft. on a side.


Mark the center circle. Measuring from the middle of the X paint a circle of radius 24 feet.


Mark the remaining goalie box, free kick mark, penalty box and semi-circle repeating steps 6, 7, 8 and 9. 
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
